The numbers are now in, and as expected 2015 was a blockbuster year
for Zachys internationally.

First, and most importantly, with a revitalized US market, Zachys
achieved over $55.5M in sales in 2015 globally, up 22% from the
previous year and the largest growth seen by any major wine auction
house from 2014 to 2015.

How did we do it? Zachys has far and away the most experienced spe-
cialist and advisor team in the business. From our patriarch and CEO
Don Zacharia, to President Jeff Zacharia, Senior Advisor Geoffrey Troy,
Principal Auctioneer and Senior Advisor Fritz Hatton, to Managing
Director Jamie Pollack to the entire Specialist team—we’ve got close to
two centuries of wine experience on board.

Time and time again, consignors recognize the “white glove experi-
ence” this team provides our clients. This has enabled our growth in
2015—when we do a good job, not only do we have repeat consign-
ors, but word of mouth results in more and more consignors annually.

That's how, at the high end, blockbuster sales like the Zachys La Paulée
Auction in New York, the Graham Lyons Auction in Hong Kong, The
Evening Sale at the Four Seasons, and innovative auctions like the Flash
Auctions and Single-Owner eAuctions set Zachys apart from the competi-
tion. Examining the high ticket items, Zachys sold 23 lots over $50K; 5 lots
over $100K, and 1 lot over $200K.

Zachys US live sales alone realized over $30.8M, up 47% from the
previous year and again, the highest year-to-year growth compared to
any other major wine auction house. Burgundy proved most popular
amongst these auctions, accounting for 42% of total sales with Do-
maine de la Romanée Conti leading the charge. Zachys” annual La
Paulée Auction was held in New York in 2015 and was the largest sale
of the year, realizing over $7.5M. What we are most proud of is the
high quality of our auctions. Anyone who gets our catalog knows two
things: one that they’re big. It’s not unusual to have a two day Zachys
auction with well over 1000 lots. Second, is that we never sacrifice
quality. Our sales are full of collectible wines. From Lafite to Pétrus,
from DRC to Roumier, from Grange to Screaming Eagle, our focus is
always on the top of the top.

Zachys Hong Kong live sales realized nearly $18.3M, with the Final
Offering from the Graham Lyons Collection as the standout sale of the
season. Wine collectors from around the world leapt at the chance to
bid on lots from one of the greatest iconic collections still in private
hands, resulting in a 100% sold sale, more than twice the pre-sale esti-
mate. The star of this final offering was provenance. Almost all 315 lots
were traced back to their point of purchase thanks to Graham Lyons
meticulous note-keeping.

“Hong Kong” is often a buzz word in the auction world, and indeed
many of our best clients live and work (or just work) in the city. But
the key to the success of our Hong Kong sales has always been robust
participation from all over Asia. Our growth in key cities on the Pacific
Rim is key to our growth as a company, and we continue to invest in
our clients and auctions throughout Asia.

As industry leaders, Zachys continues to grow and innovate. In No-
vember 2015, we held our first Flash Auction. This Flash Auction
featured nine lots of DRC and was open for only 5 hours, 7am to noon.
Bidders were propelled by the shortened format and the sale realized
above the high estimate.

The success of this auction led to the Bordeaux-only Flash Auction,
which was also 100% sold in just 5 hours. Flash auctions are sched-
uled as part of our monthly eAuctions for 2016.

For the first time ever, Zachys also held a single-owner eAuction over
Thanksgiving weekend which resulted in serious bidding for top lots.
Because of the shortened sale format and “single owner” offering, this
sale was extremely successful—so much so that another “single own-
er” holiday-weekend auction was scheduled, this time for Super Bowl
weekend 2016. These new online formats, in addition to our monthly
online auctions both in New York and Hong Kong, give collectors a
new way to access mature, collectible wine outside of the live auction
schedule. Single owner online auctions as an option for auction are
only available at Zachys.



2015 conclusions

In sum, 2015 was a banner year for Zachys. Our team’s extensive
experience, tireless globetrotting, and relentless pursuit of fine
and rare wines proved rewarding, and the numbers show it. Not
only were we up 22% internationally, by far the “big winner” in
2015, we did it in a way that is true to who we are as an auction
house. What this means is the pursuit of quality. We never offer
wine unless we stand behind the quality and provenance. And
whether it’s our eAuctions, our Flash Auctions, our Single-Owner
eAuctions, our live multi-vendor auctions, or our “themed” auc-
tions, such as the Evening Sale or the Collection of Graham Lyons,
there’s always something new and exciting going on at Zachys.

We've already had a 100% sold sale in Hong Kong and a 100%
sold sale in New York (above high estimate) as well as Flash Auc-
tions and eAuctions so far in 2016. We're looking forward to the
auction in conjunction with La Paulée, as well as single-owner of-
ferings upcoming. In short—2016 is shaping up to be even better
than 2015, and we hope you’ll come along for the ride!

Jeff Zacharia, Zachys President, comments: “Zachys saw excep-
tional growth in 2015, beyond our expectations, and our expecta-
tions were high! We're extremely proud of our international team,
the record high prices achieved for our consignors, and both the
exciting new sale formats and the reinvigorated old sale formats.
The reason we're able to achieve such high prices is thanks to the
hard work and dedication of our team, with each person doing
his or her part to provide white glove service around the globe.
We're looking forward to what promises to be an exciting 2016.”
